® The player is not allowed to practice or play in a game until a doctor’s
release is received
® Submit an incident report to the Safety Director

® Submit the medical release to the Safety Director

AYSO INJURY PROTOCOL

These are the steps to follow when any player has received an injury severe
enough that they need to receive medical treatment.
This includes practices.

The player is to be removed from play.

Do not try to evaluate the player as to the severity of the injury
Inform the parents/or guardian regarding the injury

The player is not allowed to practice or play in a game until a doctor’s

release is received
